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Haliburton County Food Links Project 
This past month saw many Haliburton County organizations interested in local food production, 
marketing  and consumption come together to submit a proposal for a large grant to the McConnell 
Family Foundation.   The McConnell Family Foundation is a private philanthropic organization that 
is prepared to grant money to help Canadian communities build sustainable food systems.  They 
are looking for a 3-year project with multiple partners working together.  They also favour projects 
that can be used as a model to help other communities develop their own food systems. 
On short notice, the following organizations agreed to submit letters of support for the project:  
 
The Haliburton County (HC) Farmersô Association,  The HC Garlic Growers Association,  
The HC Farmersô Market Association,  Abbey Gardens, Environment Haliburton,  HCDC,  U-links,  
The HC Food Coalition, The HKPR Health Unit,  Trent University,  and  
Murray Fearry on behalf of the County Government.  
 
Each organization was asked to identify needs and challenges it faced, strategies to address these 
needs and an estimated budget.  Essentially the grant application asks for help to increase local 
food production, marketing and all around local food availability through a range of strategies.  A 
key component is strengthening local agriculture.  The proposal deadline was April 15.  At that time, 
just a project overview, letters of support and budget were submitted. 
 
Now the Steering Committee is asking each of the partnering organizations to revisit with their 
members/directors the documents they initially put together to sharpen and amend them if 
necessary and to identify a point person who can represent their organization on the Committee. 
 
 Partnering organizations agreed that whether or not the grant comes through, they intend to 
continue to engage in shared problem solving and mutual support. The McConnell Family 
Foundation will have a reply to the proposal by June 15th.

That Green Thing...  Years ago it was called being frugal and cost conscience and now it 

is ridiculed as being cheap and stupid, unless you call it being green.  Gives all of us something to think about. 
In the line at the store, the cashier told the older woman that plastic bags werenôt good for 
the environment.  

The woman apologized to her and explained , ñWe didnôt have the green thing back in my 
day.ò 

 
Thatôs right;  they didnôt have the green thing in her day. Back then, they returned their 
milk bottles, Coke bottles and beer bottles to the store.   The store sent them back to the
