At our last meeting on Feb. 16, 2011, we had representation from the Haliburton County Farmers’
Association, the Health Unit, EH!, Haliburton County Farmers’ Market, and interested community
members. Information and ideas were presented about recent and future educational workshops,
possible funding opportunities, and Sebastien Renel’'s new Japanese tool importing business, and
the Farmers’ Market’s interest in branding, research, and transition towns, and using the Farmers’
Assoc. newsletter to share information. We also had updates from Abbey Gardens and Tory Hill
market. Passionate discussion resulted after hearing about the various groups’ activities.

Coalition members agreed that our present role should be to focus on networking...to provide the
opportunity for the important communication needed to help the various local food groups work
together.
