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 Since many people are alone when they suffer a heart attack, without 
help, the person whose heart is beating improperly and who begins to 
feel faint, has only about 10 seconds left before losing consciousness.  
 
However, these victims can help themselves by coughing repeatedly 
and very vigorously. A deep breath should be taken before each cough, 
and the cough must be deep and prolonged, as when producing sputum 
from deep inside the chest.  
 
A breath and a cough must be repeated about every two seconds 
without let-up until help arrives, or until the heart is felt to be beating 
normally again.  
 
Deep breaths get oxygen into the lungs and coughing movements 
squeeze the heart and keep the blood circulating. The squeezing 
pressure on the heart also helps it regain normal rhythm. In this way, 
heart attack victims can get to a hospital. Tell as many other people as 
possible about this. It could save their lives!!

CREAMY MUSHROOM BARLEY SOUP 

2 tbsp butter   ½ cup quick cook barley 

1 lb mushrooms (one kind or several) sliced 

½ cup carrots & 1 onion chopped 

1 cup water  1 cup chicken broth  

2 cups milk  1 cup half and half 

1 tbsp flour 1 tsp salt  ¼ tsp pepper 

Melt butter in medium saucepan. Add onion, 
mushroom & carrots. Cook 6 minutes. Add 
barley, broth and water. Simmer, covered, 
until barley is tender (15 mins). 

Meanwhile combine milk, half and half, flour, 
salt and pepper in a small bowl. Stir into 
saucepan. Cook, stirring constantly, until 
mixture comes to a boil. Boil stirring, for one 
minute or until thickened. 

Puree 2 cups soup in food processor. Stir 
back into soup in sauce pan.  Gently heat 
through.

 ZESTY TOMATO PORK (or LAMB) CHOPS 

4 pork chops, Ĳò thick 1 tbsp oil 

Brown chops in hot oil in skillet. Set chops 
aside. 

1 large red, orange, or green pepper cut into 
strips.

Saute peppers and onion in same skillet until 
tender. Drain fat.
