The meeting concerning truck and trailer weight laws and license 

req uirements took place on May 4 th  at the Minden Community 
Center.  Between 20 & 30 people turned up to hear Constable 
David Neville of the Minden OPP detachment.  He explained that 

many of todayôs trucks and/or trailers are not licensed correctly.  

The probl em arises from the incorrect weight being shown on the 
registration form by the dealership or licensing office: the Gross 

Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) on the rating plate is the minimum 
that could be shown on the registration form. However, if it is set 

th is low, even the weight of the driver will exceed the rated 
capacity for which you are licensed.  To correct this problem, go 
to the MTO licensing office, pay a small fee, and have the GVWR 

on the registration changed.  

If your truck plus trailer loaded wi ll exceed 4500 kg then you 
need a Commercial Vehicle Operatorôs Registration (CVOR); 

similarly, if your trailer loaded exceeds 2800kg, then you need a 
CVOR regardless of the combined truck/trailer weight. A 
suggestion is to set it at 4499 kg (below 4500 kg ). It will now be 

your responsibility to monitor your load to stay within the limits.  

Constable Neville stressed the two main weight numbers ï4500 
kg and 2800kg. He had just spent a week or so working with the 

MTO over in the Bracebridge/Huntsville area an d had many 
stories to tell including one about a driver who was hit with over 

$7000 in fines!  

The general conclusion was that any farmer hauling any sizeable 
load of hay on his truck plus trailer would most likely exceed the 
4500 kg limit. Not only can the  fines for not being licensed properly 

be significant, there can be insurance ramifications as well.

I feel 
that he went off as peacefully as I 
would wish for myself when my 
time is up.   
 
One could not have hoped for 
anything better --- except for the 
one thing that I overheard as I 
stood there beside him:  As she 
squeezed the fatal fluid into his 
vein she was whispering to him: 
ñOh, Toby.  I am so sorry.  Never

In my heart I thanked her deeply. 
One day Iôll tell her personally.  
Right now, I just feel too broken 
up over the loss of my friend.

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THE ABCôS OF GARLIC 
 

Spring Workshop took place on Thursday evening, May 5th at the S.G. Nesbitt 
Memorial Centre.  A number of interested persons attend, approximately 70 in all.  
Included were seasoned growers, new growers and some who were still thinking 
of trying to grow garlic. 
 
The evening began with a teleconference with Michael Celetti, Plant Pathologist, 
OMAFRA, who was unable to join us in person and Carolyn Puterbough also of 
OMAFRA.  The accompanying power point presentation introduced the increasing 
problem garlic growers are having with nematodes, a microscopic eel worm that 
lives within the plant, feeding on the stems, leaves and bulbs.  Michael explained 
nematodes threaten other crops as well including all members of the onion family, 
beets, carrots, cucumber and others.  How the infection starts, the life cycle, 
symptoms to watch for, and management of this disease were explained in detail 
 
Following this, a small panel consisting of local growers Rick Ratcliff and Richard 
Taylor, Gail Grainger who creates wonderful garlic spreads, jellies and preserves, 
and Carolyn Puterbough, OMAFRA, fielded many questions from the audience.  
Afterwards people enjoyed refreshments consisting of a variety of spreads and 
jellies all made with our own garlic.  After 10 months of storage, it still has a good 
bite and remains moist. You canôt beat locally grown quality garlic!  While 
munching on these goodies people were free to talk with the growers, exchange 
ideas, and ask further questions.  Our cookbooks and information pamphlets were 
available for sale as well as Gail Graingerôs garlic preserves. 
 
We are already working on plans for a different type of workshop, a óhands onô, 
something to plan further.   
 
If you need information on the nematode problem, contact us for material from 
OMAFRA that we can pass on.

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Ask The Vet:  How often and with what should sheep be treated for internal parasites? 

Answer:  Parasites in small ruminants are a significant cause of disease and production loss.  

Infestations are classed as internal (affecting the gastrointestinal or respiratory systems) or external 
(affecting the skin). Many methods of prevention, treatment, and control are necessary in a well 
managed herd/flock. 
 
Part 1: Internal parasites 
 Nematodes (roundworm family) can inhabit the intestinal tract and consume nutrients from the 
feed as well as blood from the host.  Their presence causes inflammation which inhibits the absorption 
of nutrients and ulceration which leads to further blood loss.  The result is a malnourished, vitamin 
deficient, anemic animal which is more susceptible to disease and unable to produce healthy off-spring 
or sufficient milk to feed them.  The most dangerous of these worms is Haemonchus contortus which is 
a voracious blood sucker which can literally bleed its host to death.  Evidence of severe anemia (pale to 
white inner eyelids and gums) and low blood protein (soft fluid swelling under the jaw) are obvious in the 
later stages of the infestation.  Some nematodes prefer to live in the lungs and cause respiratory 
distress, weight loss and death. 
 Cestodes (tapeworm family) also inhabit the intestinal tract and cause more problems with 
malnutrition than actual blood loss and are more serious for lambs than adults.  Small ruminants can 
also serve as the intermediate host for tapeworms that have dogs/foxes/coyotes as their final host.  For 
this reason, it is very important that guardian dogs be routinely dewormed for this tapeworm, and that 
these dogs never be allowed to ingest raw/undercooked sheep or goat meat. 
 Trematodes (fluke family) are rare in this part of the world and prefer either the liver or the 
intestinal tract.  Poor body condition, and liver failure result. 
 Any animalôs best defence against parasites is a strong immune system.  Good quality and 
adequate quantity of feed and water, comfortable housing, and minimal stress are the most important 
factors in ensuring good health.  No amount of deworming can compensate for poor management.   
 There are many types of medications available for deworming small ruminants.  Some are more 
successful at killing some worms than others.  Unfortunately, to further complicate matters, many worms 
are developing resistance to some medications. The best way to determine if your herd/flock is affected 
by these resistant worms is to have fecal samples tested for worm egg numbers both before and about 
2 weeks after deworming.  Deworming is best performed at times when animals are passing the largest 
numbers of worms eg. at lambing/kidding & late spring or early summer.  However, if fecal egg tests 
show that your herd/flock has become host to resistant worms, you may need to adopt other strategies 
to help control the problem.  Deworming with 2 products at once, giving 2 doses 24-48 hours apart, or 
giving the dewormer on an empty stomach (fasting for 12-24 hours pre-treatment) can improve the kill 
rate. 
 Some producers have elected to accept that worms are an inevitable presence, and have 
adopted a system where only the most severely parasitized and anemic animals are treated.(FAMACHA 
classification).  This obviously has the benefit of taking less time, and costing less money, and 
eventually will lead to a more parasite resistant flock, as the more sensitive animals will die, and the 
poor producers will be culled.  However production efficiency (# lambs born, lamb growth rates, 
rebreeding/conception %) in these flocks tends to be decreased. 
 Panacur/Safeguard and Valbazen are very effective against tapeworms but have limited effect 
on many nematodes.  They cannot be used in early pregnancy as they will cause birth defects (mostly 
Valbazen).  Ivermectin/Ivomec is becoming less effective, as is Moxidectin/Cydectin in areas where it 
has been overused, or underdosed.  Other older dewormers such as levamisole/Levasole/Tramisol, and 
pyrantel/Strongid have been shown to have low-moderate levels of resistance and may still be useful if 
the newer medications are shown to have failed. 
 Other strategies such as avoiding over-stocking pastures, avoiding over-grazing pastures, 
rotating/resting pastures(longer than 40-60 days), tilling pastures, cutting hay from pastureland, seeding 
pastures with parasite resistant plants (high tannins), selectively breeding for resistant animals (only 
keeping replacements that have very low fecal egg counts), ensuring a good quality well balanced diet, 
feeding animals away from areas contaminated by manure or in elevated feeders can all help to ensure 
a healthy herd/flock with a low parasite burden.

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THE TAX SYSTEM EXPLAINED IN BEER   
by David R. Kamerschen, Ph.D.,   Professor of Economics.  
 

Suppose that every day, ten men go out for beer and the bill for all ten comes to $100...  
 
If they paid their bill the way we pay o ur taxes, it would go something like this...  
 
The first four men (the poorest) would pay nothing.  

The fifth would pay $1.   The sixth would pay $3.   The seventh would pay $7.  
The eighth would pay $12.   The ninth would pay $18.   The tenth man (the richest) w ould pay $59.  
 
So, that's what they d ecided to do.  
 
The ten men drank in the bar every day and seemed quite happy with the arrangement, until one 
day, the owner threw them a curve ball. "Since you are all such good customers," he said, "I'm 

going to reduce  the cost of your daily beer by $20". Drinks for the ten men would now cost $80.  
 
The group still wanted to pay their bill the way we pay our taxes. So the first four men were 

unaffected. They would still drink for free, but what about the other six men? H ow could they 
divide the $20 windfall so that everyone would get his fair share?  
 
They realized that $20 divided by six is $3.33. But if they subtracted that from everybody's share, 
then the fifth man and the sixth man would each end up being paid to drink  his beer.  
 
So, the bar owner suggested that it would be fair to reduce each man's bill by a higher percentage 

the poorer he was, to follow the principle of the tax system they had been using, and he proceeded 
to work out the amounts he suggested that each  should now pay.  
 
And so the fifth man, like the first four, now paid nothing (100% saving).  
The sixth now paid $2 instead of $3 (33% saving).  
The seventh now paid $5 instead of $7 (28% saving).  

The eighth now paid $9 instead of $12 (25% saving).  
The ninth  now paid $14 instead of $18 (22% saving).  
The tenth now paid $49 instead of $59 (16% saving).  
 
Each of the six was better off than before. And the first four continued to drink for free. But, once 
outside the bar, the men began to compare their savings.  
 
"I only got a dollar out of the $20 saving," declared the sixth man. He pointed to the tenth man, 
ñbut he got $10!" 
 
"Yeah, that's right," exclaimed the fifth man. "I only saved a dollar too. It's unfair that he got ten 

times more benefit than me!"  
 
"That' s true!" shouted the seventh man. "Why should he get $10 back, when I got only $2? The 

wealthy get all the breaks!"  
 
"Wait a minute," yelled the first four men in unison, "we didn't get anything at all. This new tax 

system exploits the poor!"  
 
The nine men  surrounded the tenth and beat him up.  
 
The next night the tenth man didn't show up for drinks, so the nine sat down and had their beers 
without him. But when it came time to pay the bill, they discovered something important. They 
didn't have enough money between all of them for even half of the bill!  
 
And that, boys and girls, journalists and government ministers, is how our tax system works.  
The people who already pay the highest taxes will naturally get the most benefit from a tax 
reduction. Tax them to o much, attack them for being wealthy, and they just may not show up 

anymore.  
 
In fact, they might start drinking overseas, where the atmosphere is somewhat friendlier.  
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Donôt be too hasty.
